And directly affects the lungs and attacks directly to the white blood defense sells in the body and branches out to spores.

We know that Anthrax is inhaled and goes into the lungs and attacked white blood cells. It is spread by houseflies and

dairy items. Symptoms include high temperatures occurring most prevalent in the afternoon and headaches. Ciprofloxacin is the drug recommended for controlling anthrax. It is used to fight bacteria and if used before infected it can be used as a prevention technique or as a debilitate. Once anthrax has caused bleeding to major organs and destroyed cell tissues, no antibiotics will be affective to prevent the disease from killing you. Symptoms may also include swellings, heavy perspiration, rashes, and but limited to irregular changes. The drug is very inexpensive and can be about 5 dollars at a local drug store. To prevent it is to simply sanitize and be aware of foods and house flies. Also know where your food comes from.
